Dear Parents and Carers,

As we move towards the Easter break, it is an ideal time to review your child’s school uniform and
what they need for the summer term.

It is important that every child wears the school uniform correctly and proudly, as our uniform is an
enactment of the school’s identity and every child’s place within our shared community. We aim to
promote high standards for all the children, in all that they do, so inspiring pride in their personal
appearance is an important aspect of this.

Our school uniform requires children to wear black school shoes. Trainers are not part of the
school uniform and should be kept for PE only. Jewellery is not permitted; children can wear a
watch and small stud earrings or sleepers (these need to be removed for PE). School trousers,
dresses, skirts etc should be dark grey — not black. Leggings are not part of the school uniform,
unless they are navy leggings being worn as tracksuit bottoms as part of the PE kit.

Teachers are reporting that increasing numbers of children are arriving to school without their PE
kit. This is causing significant disruption in class, as teachers/staff try to seek out spare PE Kkit.
Please can you ensure that your child has a plain or school logoed navy t-shirt, navy shorts and,
when the weather dictates, a navy tracksuit in school. Children need trainers for PE, it is not safe
to take part in PE lessons wearing school shoes.
